Part Two Make a sample ‘Musianship Folder’  

Notes:
1. These are usually on classical composers, but modern composers, e.g. Andrew Lloyd-Webber, would be fine but not pop stars like Kylie Minogue.   Groups like the Beatles would be a borderline decision.


2. They can also be on musical instruments, normally one per folder (e.g. trumpet, etc.)


3. They may also be on a type of music e.g. Gregorian chant, Jazz  or Tibetan bells, etc. 


4. As a guide the assignment should consist of:

· folder (or container) clearly labelled with name and picture of the composer or instrument

· CD of representative samples of their music (a CDR made especially for the folder would be preferable to one with a long piece of music on.)

· a few pictures of where they came from (and, optionally, an isolation map) and also of anything which would be relevant to their life

· some very brief details about their life (which should include a blue strip to use with the timeline.   The blue strip can take one of two forms:
(i) a small strip to the same scale as the civilizations timeline to put on it to show where and how long they lived, or





(ii) a longer strip, used perpendicularly to the golden line, with space to put pictures on









         In both cases the lines are dated.)


5. Do remember that the purpose of the folder is to spark off the child’s interest and enjoyment, it is not to provide a comprehensive source of information.
